High Substrate pH Induced Iron Deficiency (Bego-
nia): Interveinal chlorosis (vellowing) of the upper leaves oc-
curs when the substrate pH rises above 6.5. Lowering the
substrate pH will correct the disorder. Also check the root
system for rot or over irrigation, which can also limit the abil-
ity of the plant to uptake iron.
